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1.  What does it take to amaze you, e.g. go far beyond your potential expectations and possible cynicism to really make you sit up and marvel?  Pretend that you had not read this passage yet: what do you think would be the things or responses that would make Jesus marvel?  
2. Jesus is amazed at the Centurion’s faith, specifically his confessing unworthiness before Jesus (and thus Jesus greatness), and his faith commitment to Jesus’ scope of authority.  How are these two elements of faith manifested in your life?  Where are they problematic for you?  How can you grow them?  The passage highlights these two things, but what are the other critical aspects to your faith in Jesus?  
3. What do you think would have happened to the Centurion’s faith if the servant was not healed?  How does Jesus’ response in v.10-11 argue that in that event his faith would not be critically hurt?  What does real faith do when we do not get what we want from God?  How does authentic faith process that: what does it think, feel, believe, and how does it find comfort and on going hope? 
4. The other main image in scripture for eternal dwelling with God is casting crowns before God’s throne (Rev 4-5).  Are there others?  How do the Eternal Banquet and the Throne room of Worship compare?  How do we embrace a present and future hope in the gospel that connect to each of them?  
5. Pray for each others growth in faith and relationship with Jesus.
